The E. Clyde Lutton Memorial Fund For Student Performing Arts
Clyde Lutton loved Haverford for its beauty, its academic rigor, and its ever-present but evolving focus on honor, dignity, and worth.  He loved the College community for its ability to generate true dialogue, and as a forum that encouraged individuals to share their unique ideas and talents with other. 

Clyde Lutton also loved theatre and the performing arts.  Whether as actor, director, lighting technician, stage hand, or set designer; whether it was theatre, dance, or choral work, Clyde seized every opportunity to participate.  Performance allowed him the freedom to grow and develop as a complete person, to try new things, to succeed and to fail, and to try again.  

With this in mind:
Through the generosity of Charlotte Williams Lutton and the Class of 1966,

The E. Clyde Lutton Memorial Fund

provides income to establish an annual grant, administered by the John B. Hurford ’60 Humanities Center, used to support student performances across a wide variety of genres and media.  The grant is intended to support a student or students with financial resources to help in the planning, organization, promotion and production of a work.  Student applicants will be required to submit a written proposal that describes their production and its fit with the intent of the fund. 

There are three general guidelines that should be considered in awarding the grant:

First, the grant is targeted to students as creators, performers, technicians, designers, directors, composers, musicians, performance artists, mixed-media installation artists, or any other of the myriad roles that people can play in the performing arts.  The purpose of the grant is to enrich student life by encouraging students to take an active role in the production process, not to import performances from outside the college.  Applications representing any of the performing arts will be considered on equal footing.

Second, special consideration will be given to productions whose potential appeal extends as far into the greater Haverford Community as possible.  The criterion is breadth of inclusion, and its purpose here is to encourage works that will have meaning not only for students, faculty, administration and staff, but to the broader community as well.

Third, additional consideration will be given to productions that encourage collaboration between and among different disciplines within the performing arts.

How to Apply

Please submit the following for consideration:

1. A written proposal of 500 words or less that describes your concept for using the E. Clyde Lutton Memorial Fund;

2. A budget proposal, not to exceed $3500, which identifies and outlines how the grant will be utilized;

3. A brief description of your past relevant experience with productions/performance;

4. List of two references with names, contact information including email addresses, how long and in what capacity you have known the person; and

5. Any supplementary materials including scenic design; costume sketches; music; etc. that you wish to be considered as part of your application for the grant (strongly encouraged but not required)

6. So far as possible, describe intended venue and address technical concerns for the production.  

To be considered for the E. Clyde Lutton Memorial Fund, please submit the above information Sunday, November 6, 2011 via email as an attached MS Word document to jmcgraw@haverford.edu and jweissin@haverford.edu.  

The winner of the grant should plan the performance for sometime during the 2011-12 academic year.
As part of the College’s stewardship of The E. Clyde Lutton ’66 Memorial Fund, the selected students will provide a report to the donor about their performance experiences.  Haverford College will share with the donor(s) a copy of the accepted proposal as well as the report prepared after the performance.  An invitation to the performance will also be sent to Charlotte Williams Lutton.
