Haverford is a community in which members of a diverse student body and faculty can
live together, interact, and engage academically and socially in ways that promote both
personal freedom and community standards. If a diverse community is to prosper and if
its educational goals are to be fully realized, community members must make genuine
attempts to come to terms with their differences. Mutual understanding is fostered by
respectful communication.

Haverford’s Honor Code engenders a climate of trust, concern, and respect. The Honor
Code affirms, for instance, the importance of not seeking unfair academic advantage by
cheating or plagiarizing. The Code also requires community members to take responsibility
for their words and actions in the social realm. The Honor Code serves as an educational
tool without being a list of rules, leading students to hold each other accountable and to
resolve conflicts. By encouraging respectful dialogue and conduct, we hope to create an
atmosphere that is open, respectful, lively, and conducive to intellectual and personal growth.
