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Guidelines for presentations and written proposals
1.
Presentations – you will be graded on the following criteria (in order of importance):


a) General breadth and depth of knowledge of your topic


b) Clear articulation of your hypothesis


c) Thoughtfulness in your choice of mutant(s) to study


d) Ability to communicate effectively


e) Organization and articulation


f) Division of labor


g) Ability to answer questions

If you wish, you may use Powerpoint for your presentation.  However, please be sure to have the Powerpoint presentation mounted on my computer before class so that we don’t use valuable class time loading it on my computer.  I will be happy to provide feedback on your grade and provide you with a written evaluation.

2. Written proposals – The written proposals will be a reflection of individual effort towards preparing for the presentation and in responding to panel summaries.  The proposals should be 3-4 pages long.  The proposals are due within five days of your presentation.  Elements to be included in your written proposal are:

a) title

b) abstract (that you submitted to panel)

c) a narrative form of your presentation, including your hypothesis, basic biological and chemical background, understanding of the relevant protein sequence/structure/function relationships, and justification for the mutations that you are proposing

d) the panel summary

e) a point-by-point response to the panel summary
