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Abstract:
If rooms in an office building are allowed to be any rectangular solid, how many colors does it take to paint any configuration of rooms so that no two rooms sharing a wall or ceiling/floor get the same color?  We will discuss graph coloring and show that the number of colors needed can be arbitrarily large.
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
