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Abstract: 
A certain class of continuous linear functionals called distributions 
defined on the infinitely differentiable functions on R with compact 
support will be considered. Any integrable function can be associated 
with one of these so called "generalized functions." After examining the 
derivative of a distribution, this notion will be used to 
"differentiate" functions that are not differentiable in the traditional 
sense.
